Create new efficiencies for service excellence.
SJCS will complete the implementation
of theTherap internal data management
system; prepare for and receive CARF
accreditation in all of our locations;
increase online training to ensure full
access for all SJCS Direct Support Pro-
fessionals; and continue to upgrade our
technology and infrastructure for more
cost-effective use of our resources. In
addition, we will implement target mar-
keting strategies in each state to people
in and outside the disability system
seeking the quality of support that only
SJCS can provide.

Seek new service opportunities. SJCS will
continue to seek opportunities to use its
core competencies and strong philosoph-
ical beliefs to identify new areas of service.
Expanding In-Home Services (VA) and
Case Management (TN) recognizes that
supporting people to remain in their
homes for as long as possible is good for
them and the community. SJCS Employ-
ment Services is positioned to support
people with various barriers to gain
employment. SJCS Consulting Services
will explore contractual opportunities
from training Direct Support Professionals
to assisting providers to develop more
effective business management practices.

Promote advocacy efforts. The voice of
the people we support must repeatedly
be heard. SJCS will promote and support
the initiatives undertaken by self-advocates
who must play a central role in shaping
disability-related legislation, and assist
them to access broader state, city or
county-wide initiatives. SJCS will align
with national, state and local advocacy
associations—includingANCOR, the
ARC, vaACCSES (VA),TNCO (TN), DC
Coalition and PAR (PA). Our senior
leadership, staff and boards will increase
efforts to contact and meet with legisla-
tors to support positions for the rights
of people with disabilities.

Diversify private funding sources. It’s vital
that we continue to expand our donor
base. SJCS intends to innovatively use
our website and e-technology to reach
current and potential donors. Board
members have committed to extending
their role in fund development, and the
Founders Board will continue their
ongoing efforts to support the children
and residents in SJCS-DC services. Most
importantly, SJCS will develop a long-
term strategic development plan to review
target markets and possible initiatives in
estate planning, special events and targeted
fund development.
